2006 ARKANSAS SECTION 3-GUN CHAMPIONSHIP

Match Information

The 2006 Arkansas Section 3-Gun Championship will be held on July 15 & 16 at the Old Fort Gun Club near Ft. Smith and Van Buren, AR, and will be sponsored by the U.S. Shooting Academy in Tulsa, OK.  We are sure that your experience at this match will be fun and entertaining, not to mention great food and a “better than last year” prize table.

For Saturday, competitors will have a long day enduring FOUR rifle and FOUR shotgun stages designed by the Arkansas Section Design Team.  For Sunday, competitors will finish out on FIVE pistol stages.  The total round count for the match is to be determined upon completion of the stage designs. Entry fee is $75 prior to July 1 and will be $100 after.  No refunds after July 1.  Sign in will begin at 7:45AM at the range on Saturday and a shooters meeting will be at 830AM.  The first shot will go at 845AM.

We will recognize the following divisions:  OPEN, LIMITED, TACTICAL, and for the first time, HEAVY METAL.  Match applications are found in the current edition of Front Sight and at www.uspsa4.org.  Applications may be found at www.ofgc.org and at www.casarange.com.    Revolver, production, L10 and Single Stack are welcome, but will be assigned based on the overall outlook of all guns.  If you have any questions, email David Hyden at the address below, and he can explain it to you.

HEAVY METAL PARAMETERS:  A handgun of minimum 44 caliber, 10 mag capacity max; A 12 gauge shotgun, pump or semi-automatic with maximum of 8+1 round capacity; A rifle in specifically 308 caliber with a maximum of 20 rounds capacity per magazine.  Only the rifle may have a scope.

Like last year, we will award plaques to the Arkansas Section 3-Gun Champions per Division.  We will also award plaques to the Division and Class winners.  The winner of HEAVY METAL will take home a Springfield M1 SOG, donated by Springfield Armory.  To sweeten the prize table, 3 Springfield Armory XD’s will be drawn for by drop tickets that only the shooters of these matches are eligible for.  Additional prizes are being acquired at this time, which could total over $7000 for this match alone.  Firearms winners should be prepared to present a FFL license or current carry permit to our firearms representative, or make arrangements to pick up the firearm at a later date.

Lunch will be served on Saturday only, so please bring a snack for Sunday.  We expect to conclude by 2PM on Sunday.
